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In the world of English literature Roman-
ticism has remained a beautiful garden full
of beautiful flowers such as wordsworth,
Coleridge, Shelley, Byron and Keats. The
fragrance (i. e. the poetry —the poetic
pleasure) of each of these flowers has lasted
upto now, though the flowers have long
before fallen to the ground. Among these
flowers John Keats remained somewhat of a
bud, for he died very early in the year 1821
when he was hardly twenty five. Destiny
was too cruel to pluck this flower, having

an outstanding fragrance, before it bloomed
fully. Otherwise Keats would have surpassed
Wordsworth, who is considered the father
of English Nature-poetry.

Inspite of his too short a life, Keats
remains one of the greatest Romantic poets.
He was born English, but in spirit he was
Greek. The reading of Chapman’s Homar
inspired him and opened a new world of
chivalry, romance and beauty to the young
poet. Keats was a great admirar and
adorer of the beauty of Nature. He lived a
life of sensations rather than of thoughts.

| Physical beauty had a deep appeal to him,

Hence his poetry is remarkable for its
abundance of sensuality and he was criticised
severely for the same reason. But Keats
was neither a hedonist nor an epicurean,
From the sensuousness he rose to the intell-
ectual and spiritual level, Here, | dodare to
compare <Balkavi’' the famous Nature-poet
in Marathi, with Keats, Balkavi also had the
rare gift to transcend the sensyous and
enter the area of intellectual and spiritual
beauty.

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The three great necessities of life ae food;
shelter and clothing, of which the last two
are derived, largely, from plant fibres and
wood. The chief social problem at present
for which plants are responsible is the fuel-
energy store-up. We derive energy from
many sources like the sun, radlo-active
materials, coal, water sources, oil, gas and
wood. Fuel is indispensable both in our
homes and industry as a source of heat and
power.

The fibrous part of plants can be used as
fuel. Recently, cellulose was used as a
source of fuel either by direct combustion,
8asification or bacterial conversion into
Methane, Bagasse from sugarcane Is used
as direct fuel for the furnace. On destru-
Ctive distillation, it is used as a substitute
for charcoal and wood. After burning it to
ash, by means of air and steam, it glves
Producer-gas and methane which are used
In the sugar industry.

Now-a-days, coal, petroleum, oil and the
like are ysed as the sources of emergy.
Fossilized plant-remains give rise to coal.

Wing to hardness, it is proved as a cheap
and valuable source of power and heat. Coke
'S also another source of energy obtained by
SMothered combustion of coal or as a by-
Product of the illuminating-gas Industry.

harcoal and coal-gas are also used as the
Source of energy.

Bio-gas and solar energy can provide day-
to-day domestic and community needs of
fuel. " More than 40%, of our total consum-
Ption of energy comes from bio-gas or
b'°',“355, that is, from wood and other
3gricultyral products. Biogas Is a mixture
of Methane and carbon-di-oxide formed
al'(?m organic matter, natural plants ?nd
MMal wastes, It s used as fuel for cookings
Power generation and lighting purposes.

At present; the primary energy utilised in
Indian economy is mostly from oil. Crude
petroleum gives valuable energy sources
such as gasoline, kerosene, hydrocarbons,
pure petroleum, diesel etc,, Petroleum is
formed by the burial of the organic matter
(containing plants, animals waste) in oxygen
-deficient water environment which s
followed by the slow chemical and 'bio-
chemical reactions (due to anaerobic
bacteria) at moderate temperatures and
pressures to alter the organic material to
the complex variety of compounds found in
petroleum. ¢ Natural gas’ is a constituent
of petroleum which is mostly utilized as a
fuel. In India, * Bombay High’ near Bombay
seashore, Digboi (Assam) and some parts of
Guijarat, are discovered as the oil-bearing

strata. At present, the scientist Calvin is
experimenting on new strata of petroleum.
Several new oil structures are being

discovered by the Oil and Natural Gas
Commission, Dehra Dun.

Continuous use of coal and gas depletes
their reserves and there is no continuous
and guaranteed supply of coal to various
thermal power stations. These sources are
non-renewable, they kill the marine fauna
and also render the entire region / crea-
ting pollution problems. So, wood also
needs to be burnt to generate power in
some form or the other like heat, steam and
electricity. In some countries where wood
is scarce, ‘ peats ' that is, ¢ carbonized vege-
table matter ' are used as source of energy.

Owing to scarcity of oil, wood can be
replaced by oil-produces energy by direct or
retarded combustion. By retarded combus-
tion of wood  producer gas’ is obtained
which is used as a source of energy, substi-
tuting for petrol and diesel. Wood s
digested by anaerobic bacteria to produce
